MTV NETWORKS RADIO DIRECTOR IMERBACLA CONVOCATION ADDRESS

NORTH ADAMS, MW e director of MTV Networks Radio, Maria Chambers '91, will be this year's keynote speaker
at Massachusetts College of Liberal Arts' fall convocation on Tuesday, Sept. 2, at 4 p.m. in the Church Street

Center.

The traditional, academic convocation is open to the public. First-year students, staff, faculty, and administrators will
take part in a convocation processional and recessional through the campus' symbolic gates. MCLA's gates only are
opened twice each year - to welcome new students during convocation and at commencement as graduates conclude
their academic careers.

A member of the college's class of 1991, Chambers started her career as an afternoon drive disc jockey, but soon
became one of the first women to serve as an official "Morning Man." In 1999, Chambers became the premiere host of
VH1's online radio station, VH1 atWork. She has been with MTV Networks ever since, taking on the program director
role to launch VH1's Satellite Radio station, which was carried on XM radio for four years.

She is in charge of developing radio programming for several MTVN brands, and hosts VH1's nationally syndicated
